Judges Guideline for Monthly Critique

The goal of the f/Stops Camera Club monthly critique is to simulate the creativity, photographic techniques and knowledge of its members in a positive atmosphere. To that end we use a critique scale and not a competitive scoring scale.

The judge is asked to used their expertise during the critique to offer suggestions for improvement of the images.

All categories will be critiqued on creativity, use of color, composition, technique and technical merit.
Categories: 
Assignment – Color 
Assignment – Black & White
Open – Color
Open – Black & White
Digital Art
Scoring:
Critique scoring is between 6 and 10 with 
10 being the highest.

Criteria:
All submissions must be mounted and/or matted.
Mounting and matting are to be considered in the score.
For assignment submissions, does the image reflect the assigned subject?

Time Constraints:  f/Stops must vacate the meeting room 
by 10pm. Judging should be completed by 9:30 to 9:45pm.

The meeting starts at 7:00 to 7:15pm with general introductions, club business and announcements. The judge is introduced and starts into the critique. 
There is a 10 to 15 minute break approximately at the half way point. The total judging time will be between 1:45 to 2 hours.
